Definition of “Gender”

For these purposes, gender refers to women and men in their socially
constructed roles. Gender refers to ways of thinking and actions, social
values, and behavior towards women and men. Gender varies
between and within cultures - and between different types of women
and men. As socially and culturally constructed concepts, gender roles
and gender relations are dynamic. Gender is not a synonym for
women. It addresses both women and men and their relationships
